Students must attend all rehearsals for their Dance Performance Group as outlined
on the flyer and website. Rehearsals take place Sunday 27 February, Sunday 6, 13, 20
at SJ Block, Kelvin Grove State College, and also on 27 March at St John’s College
Auditorium, prior to the performance.

Students must attend the final stage performance for their Dance Performance
Group which takes place on Sunday 27 February at the allocated time, and wear the
chosen costume.

Entry fees are non-refundable, and if a student is no longer able to participate the
entry fee will be forfeited.

Students must be studying the Royal Academy of Dance (RAD) Syllabus.
