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THE COMPETITION

Introduction

Named in honour of Phyllis Bedells, a founder member and vice president of the RAD,
this bursary is awarded to young dancers who have passed the RAD Advanced 1 exam
with ‘Distinction’.

A prize of £1,000 is awarded to the judges’ selection of the best overall performer in the
class work and solos. The Bedells Bursary is supported by The Mary Kipps bequest.

Recognising the huge importance of nurturing and providing opportunities for creativity
in young dancers, in addition to a ballet class and a classical repertoire solo, candidates
also present a Dancer’s Own solo. This must be choreographed by the candidate
themselves and must be no shorter than 1 minute in length and no longer than 2 minutes

A prize of £250 will be awarded to the choreographer of the best of the Dancer’s Own
piece. This award is made possible by a generous bequest from the estate of the late Dr
lvor Guest.

Eligibility — rules and conditions of entry

Candidates must fulfil the following by the closing date:

I Be current members of the RAD.

i Be of non-professional status.

i Have passed the RAD Advanced 1 exam with ‘Distinction’ awarded by 26
September 2022.

1 Must be aged 17yrs or under on 26 September 2022.

I Have not taken the RAD’s Advanced 2 exam before 26 September 2022.

Application and fee

1 All entries must be made using the online application form.

1 The fee of £90.00 must be paid at the time of application.

1 All applications must be received by the closing date, 26 September 2022.
Applicants who have taken the required Advanced 1 exam, but are still waiting for
their result, may apply if all other entry requirements are met. Applicants must
advise by the same date whether they are eligible to enter. Candidates who have
not achieved the required result by 26 September will be refunded their entry fee.

1 A short biography, of not more than 60 words, must be included with the
application. Please include details of specific teachers or coaches who have been
influential in your training if appropriate.



1 A short explanation of why the candidate has selected the variation they are to
perform, and how they went about creating their Dancer’s Own Solo, must be
included.

9 Students may re-apply for The Bedells Bursary as many times as they wish, provided
the entry requirements are met.

About the competition

9 Day 1-You will participate in a masterclass taught by a leading dance
professional and be coached on your chosen classical repertoire solo and the
dancer’s own solo you have choreographed.

1 Day 2 - You will perform classwork and solos in front of esteemed judges and
public audience. The day will finish with the announcement of the winner of The
Bedells Bursary and the Choreographic Award.

You will be assessed in a non-syllabus class at Advanced 1 level, performance of a
Dancer’s Own and one classical repertoire solo. Candidates must complete all sections
of the assessed class to progress to the variations. A choice must be made from the list
below of classical repertoire solos.

The non-syllabus classical class will be set by the Artistic Director of the RAD, Gerard
Charles, who will not be a judge the competition, but will also teach the warm-up that
takes place before the class.

Observation

An audience of teachers, family and friends are welcome to attend the performance of
the class and solos on the afternoon of Sunday 30 October.

Tickets will be available shortly via the RAD website at a charge of £15.00 for just the
performance of The Bedells Bursary, or £19.00 for the full day of the Dance Challenge,
The Bedells Bursary and prize awards ceremony. All prices include VAT.

Dancers Own solo
Guidelines for candidate choreography:

We want to encourage your creativity, artistry and passion for dance.

You should create your own original dance solo in a dance style or genre in
which you feel most comfortable.

1 You should present a solo (performed in pointe shoes with ribbons for female-
identifying candidates) no shorter than 1 minute in length and no longer than 2
minutes choreographed by themselves to a piece of music of your choice.
Dances for female-identifying candidates must include pointe work.

The choreography should be your original work and should not be derivative of
any copyrighted materials.

9 To accompany each entry, we will ask you to write a sentence describing how
and what inspired their choreography.
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Music Guidelines for candidate choreography:
The music:

1 Should be no shorter than 1 minute in length and no longer than 2 minutes in
duration.

1 Be taken from a recording which has been purchased legitimately or recorded
for, and licensed to, the candidate.

1 If desired, be an original composition by the student or the result of

acollaboration.

Should contain no internal cuts to the music.

You must email one copy of your music in mp3 format to the Learning &

Participation Department participate@rad.org.uk by 10 October. This must be

the final version that you wish to dance to with and any fades or cuts at the end

of the music already made. Such adjustments cannot be made at the

competition.

1 The quality of the track you provide must be of professional standard as it will
be played for the performance to the live audience.
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Things to think about:

 How does your music end? Remember it is easy to fade out music, but you cannot
fade yourself out from the stage so easily!

 You may choose any kind of music, however, if your music contains lyrics, these
must not include any offensive material (i.e. sexist, racist or in other ways
defamatory).

Criteria for judging
Class and Variations

Candidates will be judged throughout the class and variations on their ability to
show the following interrelated elements, all of which make up the complete
dancer:

1 Technique Incorporating correct posture and weight placement, coordination,
control, line, spatial awareness, and dynamic values.

In pointe work, dancers will be judged on their ability to perform a varied range of
movements with strength and ease.

In allegro, dancers will be judged on their ability to perform varied levels of elevation
with agility and ease.

9 Music Incorporating correct timing, response to rhythm, phrasing, dynamics, and
atmosphere.

9 Performancelncorporating expression, interpretation, communication, and
projection.

Dancer’s Own Choreographic Award

This will provide an important step in the development of young dancers, with the
opportunity for candidates to experience the artistic freedom to produce and perform an
original creation to their own choice of music. It will also promote and reward
choreography as a distinct part of the creative process.

The recipient of this award is the candidate choreographer who demonstrates the highest
standard of choreography within the solo.

The choreography will be assessed on:

Structure

Inspiration

Dynamics of movement
Use of space

Depiction of theme or story
Use of music/sound.
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Selection of Winners

The announcement of the winner and the presentation of the Choreographic Award, will
take place at approximately 4.20pm, Sunday 30 October.

The judges will assess the class and two solos, and their decision is final. The bursary
will be awarded based solely on the judges’ evaluation and will normally be awarded to a
single candidate. We reserve the right to withhold it if the required standard is not met
and also reserve the right to alter the bursary rules and conditions of entry at any time
and without prior notice.



Dress Code

9 For the first part of the class, candidates should wear soft pointe shoes or flat ballet
shoes and for the pointe work section, pointe shoes with ribbons.

Classical Repertoire Solos

9 The costume is the candidates’ choice but should be appropriate to the variation
and a headdress may be worn; alternatively, a leotard with, where appropriate, a tutu
